Enjoining the Attorney General from enforcing Cal. Gov’t Code 8§88 3543.1
and 3546 and Cal. Educ. Code 88 45060 and 45168 to the extent that they
authorize UTLA and LAUSD to deduct union dues and fees from Mr. Few’s
paycheck without his affirmative consent;

Enjoining United Teachers of Los Angeles from acting as Mr. Few’s
exclusive representative in his relationship with his employer, Los Angeles
Unified School District; and

Enjoining the Attorney General from enforcing Cal. Gov’t Code § 3543 and
all other provisions of California law that provide for exclusive
representation of employees who do not affirmatively consent to union

membership.
